Testimony 

To have a testimony means you can articulate how God has intersected in your life, changed your life and given you a new vision for the rest of your life.

Background Questions

· How has your upbringing (Family, environment, friends, circumstances, etc..) influenced your concept of God?

· What were situations that drew you to God when growing up?

· What were situations that caused you to draw away from God when growing up?

· How would you describe yourself from your child to teenage years and why?  Religious / Non-religious / A fan of Jesus / A faithful follower of Jesus

· If you have made a commitment to Jesus, at what point did you consciously choose to follow Him and not live life your own way?  How did that come about?

· How have you seen your life change (In words, behaviors, thoughts, desires, etc…) change since committing your life to Jesus?

Present Questions

· How would you describe yourself to someone now and why? Religious / Non-religious / A fan of Jesus / A faithful follower of Jesus

· What gives you confidence that Jesus is God?

· What causes doubt / speculation that Jesus may not be God?

· What (If any) cause you to doubt / question your own faith or faithfulness to Jesus?

· What current situations cause you to trust God the most?

· How do you see God interact in your life or the life of others around you?

Future Questions

· How would you like to see your self become more life Jesus in the following areas?

· At Home (with family / roommates)

· At work / school

· At church

· In the next year, how do you think God may challenge you to grow in your faith journey?

· What is your role / position in the “body of Christ” that you feel like God is calling you to serve in?
