REWIND 

( Think back to last week’s discussion focused on faithfully responding to Jesus. How did you succeed or fail in the way you responded to challenges this week? 

DISCUSS 

( Looking back at your notes from this week’s teaching, was there anything new you learned, anything that caught your attention, challenged, or confused you?
This weekend, we saw how Jesus met the man in his pain and need, but chose to heal him so he could stand and leave. What areas of pain or need did Jesus meet you in? What did Jesus call you away from? 

This weekend, we also looked at how getting “well” had its benefits and consequences (costs) for the man by the pool. What have been some of the benefits and/or costs of following Jesus for you? 
( In this story, we see Jesus grant freedom to a man. The bible makes it clear that Jesus grants us freedom as well. What do these passages have to say about our freedom and how we should live in it?

DECIDE & DO
