1. Extravagant not Practical
2. Public not Private (not always!)
3. Rare not Regular
4. Devotion not Duty
5. Criticized not Celebrated
Martha - Basic Service

Lazarus - Story Service
How can I tell my story to honor Jesus and influence others?
